Supplementary Disciplinary Sanction Regulation to International Students

Article 1 In order to maintain good teaching, work and life environment, protect the physical and mental health of international students, and create a good learning and living environment for their overall development, according to the "Administrative Measures for College Recruitment and Training of International Students" issued by the Ministry of Education (Ministry of Education Order No. 42), based on the "Yancheng Polytechnic College Students Disciplinary Sanction Regulation", and combined with the actual situation of international students in our college, we have enacted this supplementary regulation.

Article 2 This supplementary regulation applies to international students enrolled in Yancheng Polytechnic College (hereinafter referred to as "international students"), referring to full-time international students who have obtained official enrollment status through registration from Yancheng Polytechnic College.

Article 3 If international students who violate disciplines have one of the following circumstances, shall be punished severely:
   （1）Intentionally concealing, distorting, or fabricating facts, and obstructing investigations by relevant departments, or refusing to admit errors after investigation；
   （2）revenge, threats, and intimidation against relevant personnel;
   （3）International students who have received disciplinary sanctions and violate the discipline again, which constituted disciplinary sanctions;
   （4）Playing a major role in mass violation of disciplines;
   （5）involved in two or more violations (including two);
   （6）Other circumstances where more severe punishment should be given.
Article 4 International students shall be expelled from college, if they have one of the following circumstances:
     (1) Organizing, planning, and participating in activities that disrupt social order, hinder college management, and undermine stability and unity;
     (2) International students who have insulted or anti-China speeches and behaviors;

  (3) International students who engage in drug abuse or drug-related behaviors;

(4) Other serious violations of regulations and disciplines.
Article 5 Violating college management regulations, affecting the order of the campus, and infringing on the legal rights and interests of other individuals and organizations, depending on the circumstances and consequences, the following sanctions will be imposed:
     (1) International students who privately overstep the doors and windows of dormitory or classroom, campus fence or gate, or other illegal climbing behaviors, shall be given a warning or severe warning;

(2) International students who have insulted teachers and college administrators shall be given demerit or academic probation; for cases causing serious consequences, shall be expelled;

(3) International students who keeps pets in the dormitory or bring the pets into the dormitory shall be given a warning; if privately change dormitory, a warning punishment; if not correct the mistakes as required, a severe warning or demerit;
(4) International students who fail to follow the requirements of the notice and do not participating in collective activities such as conferences, lectures, training or cultural and sports activities without reasonable reasons, shall be given a warning; due to the absence of conferences, lectures, training or cultural and sports activities, which causes adverse impacts to the reputation of the college, shall be given a serious warning or demerit.
Article 6　In a semester, the number of truancy class hours is up to a certain level, related international students shall be given the following disciplinary sanctions:

（1）less than 10 credit hours，criticism and education；

（2）between 10 and 30 credit hours,warning or serious warning;

（3）between 10 and 30 credit hours, demerit；

（4）above 51 credit hours，academic probation.

Note: International students who are more than 10 minutes late for class twice, which will be counted as truancy, deducting 1 credit hour.

Article 7 Except for college expulsion, the period of punishment for international students is generally:

（1）Warning，6 months；

（2）Serious Warning，8 months；

（3）Demerit，10 months；

（4）Academic Probation，12 months.

If above punishments have expired, they shall be removed in accordance with the college relevant procedure.

Article 8　This supplementary regulation comes into effect on May 1, 2020. If others relevant regulation are inconsistent, this regulation herein shall prevail.

Article 9 The School of International Education is responsible for interpreting this regulation. 
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
